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Report from General 
Assembly, 2010

Greg and I were pleased to be 
your delegates at the 2010 
General Assembly of the 
Unitarian Universalist 
Association, June 23 – 26 in 

Minneapolis. We actually arrived on June 22 so 
that I could attend the UU Ministers’ 
Association Annual Meeting. In addition to lots 
of time spent in their convention hall, we were 
able to visit some city parks and take a hot stroll 
to the Mississippi River.     
 

This particular General Assembly could have 
been a contentious one. Among other issues to 
decide, the delegates had to determine how we 
should respond to the recently passed Arizona 
anti-immigration law (SB 1070). Before the 
meeting, our UUA board had recommended that 
we join a boycott of Arizona and change our 
2012 meeting from Phoenix to some other city.  
That recommendation had been encouraged also 
by various groups within our Association.  
However the UU congregations in Arizona and 
the social advocacy groups on the ground in that 
state encouraged us to not cancel the event, but 
to show up and help them while we were there.  
It seemed that two sides might be heading for 
debates which could be a very difficult struggle 
for people of faith. However, during the 
convention, delegates worked within the mini-
assemblies to forge a third way. Our District 
Executive, Annette Marquis, summarized it 
nicely:  “Hold GA as planned but make it a 
radically different GA, focused almost 
completely on racism, immigration, and social 
justice.” For more information about this historic 
action, go to 'Justice' General Assembly to be 
held in Phoenix. We should all be proud of the 
way that our association worked through this 
situation and lived our principles as we worked 
together. 
 

Greg and I also attended workshops and other 
sessions of interest to us personally (for 
example, Greg’s involvement in the Economic 
Justice workshops) and sessions that would help 
our congregation in areas of worship, 
stewardship, and religious education. We also  

heard a dynamic “Ware 
Lecture” by Minnesotan 
Winona LaDuke, an 
internationally renowned 
Native   American   activist   

 Winona LaDuke   working on issues of 
sustainable development, renewable energy and 
food systems. Folk Singer Peter             Mayer, 
composer of “Blue Boat Home” and other 
favorites, entertained us at Plenary and in a 
special concert. A highlight was our 
participation in the “Public Witness” event at the 
Minnesota Pride Festival, where we stood “On 
the Side of Love” with others at an interfaith 
rally.   
 

As one service to the Association and our 
District, I helped to staff the table sharing 
information about next year’s General 
Assembly in Charlotte, NC. This meeting will 
celebrate the 50th Anniversary of our 
Association. (The Unitarians and Universalists 
merged in 1961.)  Our District Executive has 
challenged the TJ District to have 25% of their 
membership present!  Can we meet this 
challenge?   I hope so!  We are fortunate that our 
own Leon Spencer is on the planning committee 
for special 50th Anniversary events at the 
General Assembly next year. On the last evening 
of General Assembly this year, Leon joined 
other committee members in encouraging us all 
to generate lots of interest in this milestone 
meeting!  Look for more information about this 
significant event in upcoming newsletters this 
year.  
 

Greg, Leon, and I are blessed to have been able 
to participate at the General Assembly this year.  
But we want to share this grand opportunity with 
others in our congregation. Please mark June 22-
26, 2011 on your calendars and come with us 
next year.

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Welcoming Congregation: 
Progress Report  

Fall Workshops Planned

As you probably know by now, 
we at UUFS have undertaken 
the project of becoming 
officially recognized by the 
Unitarian Universalist 

Association (UUA) as a “Welcoming 
Congregation” to bisexual, gay, lesbian, and 
transgender people.  To reach this goal, our 
Welcoming Congregation Committee has been 
busy planning an exciting year of activities. 
  
Our first step this spring was to distribute 
several surveys during Sunday services and on 
the listserv to take inventory of our own 
attitudes and comfort levels. The survey results 
gave us some information  about where we  as  a  
congregation stand and what we might benefit 
from working on further.  What we found, of 
course, is that we are already a pretty welcoming 
group, but that we still have some work to do.   
  

This summer, two Sunday programs have been 
dedicated to “Welcoming Congregation” work.  
On June 13, UUFS member and GSU counselor 
Kim Rowan-Bender presented a “Safe Space” 
workshop.  And on August 8, Spencer Wulwick, 
of Georgia Equality, will visit our Fellowship 
and present a talk on LGBT Relationship 
Recognition and Transgender Issues/Equality. 
  
Then, later this August, we will begin a series of 
workshops that will take us through the UUA 
curriculum laid out in the “Welcoming 
Congregation Handbook.” We plan to meet once 
a month, with four workshops scheduled for fall 
2010 and another four for spring 2011. Each 
workshop will be held in the Fellowship 
building on a Sunday afternoon after the regular 
service. We'll order a quick lunch, and meet 
from 1:00 to 3:00 PM.    
  

Our hope is that as many members of the 
Fellowship as possible will attend as many of 
the workshops as possible.  You do not have to 
commit to attending the whole series, and please 
do plan to come whenever your schedule allows 
it.   

 
 While most of us probably already consider 
ourselves to be welcoming people and the UUFS 
to be a welcoming place, actually taking the time 
to go through this series of workshops will give 
each of us the opportunity  to learn  more, reflect  
further, examine our assumptions, and raise our 
consciousness. 
  
In the UUA’s “Welcoming Congregation 
Handbook,” the authors describe something 
called “heart-lag.” This is when you find 
yourself in one of those situations where, 
rationally, you might think of yourself as fully 
committed to being welcoming/open/tolerant, 
but you are surprised to find yourself having an  
emotional reaction you didn’t expect and that is 
out of synch with your “head.” Most of us have 
probably had this experience, in which the 
“heart” lags behind.  
   
The workshops and events in the coming year 
give us a beautiful opportunity to look deeper 
and learn more, to get our hearts and heads 
where we want them to be.  Then, when we get 
to the  point  of calling  ourselves  a  Welcoming  
Congregation, we will know that it is not in 
name, but also the result of a lot of work and an 
on-going genuine commitment.

We invite anyone who is interested to come and 
join us, and give it a try!  The group will be open 
to new members for the first two sessions; then 
we will close the group until next January. 
 

We will continue to use readings from the book, 
Heart to Heart: Fourteen Gatherings for 
Reflection and Sharing, by Christine Robinson 
and Alicia Hawkins (available on the UUA 
Bookstore website).  It is suggested that you buy 
your own copy of the book, but photocopies are 
available if you’d like them. 
 

Each session is structured around a specific 
topic, and includes creative activities to prepare 
ahead of time, interesting readings when we 
meet, and time for each member to share with 
the group. The emphasis is on compassionate 
listening, and we follow a specific format and 
covenant (for example, without interrupting or 
questioning others as they share) in order to 
create a setting that is open, safe, and 
encouraging as we explore our own experiences 
in sharing them with others.   
 

The Heart to Heart Circle began meeting in 
spring of this year, and we had eight members 
who met regularly and made it through the first 
seven chapters of the book. 
 

This fall, we will work our way through the 
remaining seven chapters.  Topics include:  
Nature, Success and Failure, Friendship, Doubt, 
Making Peace with Parents, Sustainable Living, 
and Endings.

We love children at UUFS and plan programs 
that keep them in mind.  Here are some things 
for parents and other caregivers to remember 
about our format. 
 
1.  The "Serenity Services" (held at 9:30 AM on 
the Sundays that Jane preaches) are not really 
designed for children.  We encourage parents 
and other caregivers to bring children to the 
10:30 AM service. 
 

2.  At 10:30 AM each Sunday, we will all gather 
together in the sanctuary for the first part of the 
service.  Children who are old enough to sit 
quietly without constant parental reminders may 
want to sit down front on the floor before the 
service begins.  Others can join them when we 
do the Story for All Ages. 
 

3. After the children lead us in the Children’s 
Affirmation, we will form our bridge and sing 
"Beneath Our Arms" for them to walk through.  
At that time they may exit and join our childcare 
folks or they may return to sit with their parents.  
We will have some materials (coloring sheets, 
etc.) at the back which can be picked up for 
children to use during parts of the service that do 
not interest them as much--or they can bring 
their own quiet play things.   
 

4.  We are happy for parents to keep their babies 
in the service with them.  If they become 
uncomfortable or disruptive, we invite you to 
listen to the services by using the baby monitor 
in the small RE room.  (Sorry--we don't have a 
"cry room.")  Please consider that some of our 
folks have hearing difficulties when there are too 
many noise distractions.  Some babies are very 
happy staying with the childcare-givers during 
the service.   
 

5.  Our youth (and mature older children) should 
either stay in the service (and we can give them 
opportunities to assist us) or they may volunteer 
to assist with childcare--but please emphasize to 
them that this is not a "play time" for them and 
that they need to take direction from KK to 
determine how they may best assist her. 

6.  After the service (approximately 11:30 AM), 
parents will be asked to pick up their children 
from the childcare folks and go with them 
through the refreshment line.  You will need to 
supervise them during the break time.  Please let 
the childcare folks KNOW that you have picked 
them up.

“Let It Be a Dance”  
 
I have always loved to 
dance. Moving to music 
connects me with the Divine 
in ways that no other 
spiritual practice can. 

Perhaps that is why I also immediately fell in 
love with Ric Masten’s song, “Let It Be a 
Dance” the first time I sang it at this UU 
Fellowship many years ago. In this song, Ric 
uses dance as a metaphor for life. I used his song 
as an organizing mechanism for my final 
“integrative paper” in seminary--exploring the 
relationship between worship and religious 
education. Greg and I also chose the words, “Let 
It Be a Dance” as the theme for our wedding 
because we saw our lives together as a dance.  
And now, I’ve selected this song and its lyrics as 
a theme and framework for my sermons for the 
coming fall and spring semesters. 

 
When I was working on my 
integrative paper in 2005, I 
wrote to Ric Masten to get his 
permission and input for doing 
so. Ric Masten was a Unitarian 
Universalist troubadour,  in   the  

  Ric Masten     true sense of the word. He was a 
wonderfully inspired poet and songwriter. I’m 
using the past tense because Ric died on May 9, 
2008 with his family surrounding him and 
singing this song.  Ric had journeyed with 
prostate cancer for a decade--giving him lots of 
inspiration for poetry and occasions to reach out 
to others. But his body could dance no more. 
The spirit of love and life that he gave to us 
dances on though-- continuing to inspire us. Ric 
wrote back to me in 2005, of course, giving me 
permission to use his words in my paper and in 
other ways as well.  He also shared information 
with me that would give me a better 
understanding of the song. One of the stories he 
shared was the history of how he came to write 
this song. I thought it would be helpful for us to 
have knowledge of this inspiration and 
background as we explore this song for meaning 
in our lives this year. So I’ve copied his words in 

the five paragraphs below and thank Ric for his 
open-ended permission! 
 
    “It was one of those horrendous tragedies 
that happen in the American high schools every 
4 or 5 years. This particular incident occurred 
33 years ago at Carmel High. A first-year 
teacher, Sharon Elliot, offered a course in 
Modern Dance and had 14 young women and 
men performing like Broadway professionals. 
My two oldest daughters, Jerri and April, took 
the class and were a regular part of the troop. 
During Christmas vacation Sharon saw that a 
famous ensemble out of New York City was 
performing in San Jose, about 80 miles from 
Carmel. She called up all of her students and 
said that if they were willing to be crowded 
during the journey they could go up to San Jose 
together in her VW bus. Both of my daughters 
wanted to go in the worst way but had other 
holiday engagements scheduled. 
 
    “As the carload of dancers was rounding a 
corner on the way home, a drunk driver who had 
pulled over to the side of the road decided to 
pull back onto the highway without looking 
behind him. The VW crashed headlong into his 
car, killing the two front seat passenger--the 
teacher and Bonny Brussell, and a back seat 
passenger, Celia Neal, who was thrown 
forward.

    “Barbara Brussell, my daughter Jerri’s best 
friend and also the older sister of the girl in the 
front seat, had her kneecap so badly damaged 
that the doctor doubted if she would ever walk 
without a cane, let alone dance again. My family 
and I visited Barbara in the hospital where I 
made a bet with he:. Wagering that she would 
come dancing up our Big Sur dirt road exactly 
one year from that day. And what's more, I 
would write the music that she would be dancing 
to. 
  
    “The following week, while working in my 
garden the entire song arrived. I ran to the 
house and wrote the lyric down as fast as I could 
type. Better still the words came along with a 
melody.
