SUMMER PROGRAM THEME:

“THIS | BELIEVE”

The Program Committee has selected

the theme "This | Believe" as the

theme for this summer's Sunday

programs.

National Public Radio (NPR) has
been running a series of essays
contributed by Americans from all
walks of life who share their
personal philosophies and core
values. The original idea for this came from an
Edward R. Murrow broadcast of the same name
that was originally broadcast in 1951.

In Murrow's introduction to "This | Believe,” he
said: “By that name, we present the personal
philosophies of thoughtful men and women in
all walks of life. In this brief space, a bankereor
butcher, a painter or a social worker, people of
all kinds who need have nothing more in
common than integrity, a real honesty, will write
about the rules they live by, the things they have
found to be the basic values in their lives."

This summer, as we move to our more relaxed
schedule of programming, we are inviting the
members and friends of the Fellowship to share
their own "This | Believe" story. Please sign up
on the sheet on the kitchen bulletin board for a
Sunday that you would like to share.

In reviving “This | Believe” on NPR, executive
producer Dan Gediman says, “The goal is not to
persuade Americans to agree on the same
beliefs. Rather, the hope is to encourage people
to begin the much more difficult task of
developing respect for beliefs different from
their own.”

Guidelines suggested by NPR seem appropriate
for our purposes as well. If you are interested in
sharing your beliefs, please consider these
guidelines:

Tell a story: Be specific. Take your belief out

of the ether and ground it in the events of your
life. Consider moments when belief was formed
or tested or changed. Think of your own
experience, work, and family, and tell of the
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things you know that no one else does. Your
story need not be heart-warming or gut-

wrenching—it can even be funny—but it should

bereal. Make sure your story ties to the essence
of your daily life philosophy and the shaping of

your beliefs.

Name your belief If you can’'t name it in a
sentence or two, your essay might not be about
belief. Also, rather than writing a list, consider
focusing on one core belief.

Be positive Please avoid preaching or
editorializing. Tell us what you do believe, not
what you don't believe. Avoid speaking in the
editorial “we.” Make your essay about you;
speak in the first person.

Be personal Write in words and phrases that
are comfortable for you to speak. We
recommend you read your essay aloud to
yourself several times, and each time edit it and
simplify it until you find the words, tone, and
story that truly echo your belief and the way you
speak.

UUFS was represented at our May
\ >? 1 District annual meeting at Penn
’ Center, St Helena's Island, SC, by
our minister the Rev Jane Page and
delegates Shari Barr and Leon Spencer. The UU
Fellowship of Beaufort hosted the meeting
beautifully. With 219 adults and 19 children in
attendance, this was the best attended regional
meeting in several years. The major items of
business included the following:
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A by-laws amendment to change the District
name failed.

The District budget, including an increase of
TJD Dues to $22 for the 2012 church year,
was approved.

A proposal by the District Board related to
the Arizona anti-immigration law passed
unanimously.

New district leaders were elected: the Rev.
Ann Marie Alderman (Greenville, NC) and
Nato Hollister (Eno River) were elected to
the Board. Jim Key (Beaufort, SC) and
Denise Rimes (Richmond, VA) were re-
elected to the Board. Myrtle Hepler
(Raleigh, NC) was re-elected and Lois
Cavanaugh-Daley (Raleigh, NC) and Anna
Olsen (Asheville) were elected for the first
time to the Nominating Committee.

Ministerial MUUSsings

“Sally’s Lesson”

We learn from our parents,

our teachers, our colleagues,
our friends, and even our

children. But if we are really

aware, we can also learn
magnificent lessons from non-human friends,
too! | learned a lesson on conflict resolution
recently from our youngest dog, Sally Brock-
Page.

Sally is a cute black puppy we
got from the pound last fall. And
Sally is a very important dog for
lots of reasons. For one thing,
Sally represents the commitment

Sally that has grown between me and
my partner of eight years. When Greg came into
my life, | already had an old dog named
Welcome. And Welcome is still with us. We
normally think of Welcome as the PAGE dog.
Greg’s children really wanted a puppy so we
adopted one from the pound and named her
Windy. Because our relationship was fairly new,
and | was still a bit skeptical about whether or
not anyone could live with me for very long, |
suggested that we have the understanding that
Windy would be the BROCK dog. However, in
2007, we took the big leap of giving our love its
fullest expression through marriage. This past
fall when we got a new puppy, we decided that
she would be the BROCK-PAGE dog. And
Sally Brock-Page has grown in size and spirit.
She is a healthy, happy, dog — a little on the
frisky side, but we attribute that to her youth! In
any case, Sally is the dog that taught me a lesson
recently.

In the mornings, | usually walk across the pond
dam and use the looping road on the other side
as my jogging track. (Four times around is
approximately one mile.) Occasionally one or
more of the dogs will go with me. There is one
house in the neighborhood on the looping road
that has an old dog that will bark loudly to let us
know that we are unwelcome. If any of our dogs
are with me, | call them to me to make sure they
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do not go near that dog’s yard.
I’'m not afraid for our dogs. | do

believe they could easily take
the other dog in a fight with no

problem. This dog is one of

those very short legged dogs,
and he moves pretty slowly. | just don’t want
any of them to get hurt. So what's Sally’s
lesson?

Short Dog

The other morning Sally was with me. When we
came around the first time, | called her and she
stayed by me when we went by Short Dog's
yard. But as we neared the yard on the second
loop, Sally bounded into it! “OH NO!" |
shouted. “Come, Sally, Come.” She paid me no
attention but ran right up to Short Dog. Then she
got down on her belly, as LOW as she could go
to get lower than Short Dog. And she stayed
very still and let Short Dog sniff her all around.
Then Sally just jumped back up and ran back to
join me on the road. After that, Short Dog did
not bark at us. On the third round Sally left and
went back across the pond dam while 1 finished
my jog. | expected Short Dog to begin barking at
me when Sally was not at my side, but he let me
by without a yelp. Sally had been my emissary —
but now | was accepted as well.

| pondered that interaction and put some words
to Sally’s action. She was saying to Short Dog,
“We know this is your domain. We humble
ourselves to show you that we come in peace
and mean you no harm.” And | thought about
the criticism that President Obama received just
by providing the slight culturally appropriate
bow to leaders of other countries when visiting
them. Maybe we should do more bowing, not
less. And perhaps we could easily solve many
conflicts in our families, at work, and in other
relationships by being willing to show a little
more humbleness. It's good to STAND UP for
what you believe in and fight for what's right.
But sometimes, maybe all we need to do to stop
those yelping dogs is to let them know that we
recognize their right to exist and be happy, and
that we mean them no harm. Here's to life,
liberty, and the pursuit of happiness; for Short
Dog, Sally, and the rest of us!

%: ..v:.l.g" created in 1987, provides grants to
congregations to encourage the growth of
Unitarian Universalism in the District. Chalice

Lighter grants are awarded for a wide variety of
projects: buying or renovating a building, calling

a minister, establishing a campus ministry, and
so forth. Importantly, the Fellowship received a
Chalice Lighter grant of $16,000 that helped
fund the current building.

Funds for the grants are raised through calls to
members of the Chalice Lighter program.

Chalice Lighters are individuals or couples who

join the Chalice Lighter program and, thereby,

pledge to contribute $10, $15, $25 (or more)
each time a call is received in the mail.

Congregations that apply for grants are more
likely to be selected if a many members of the
congregation are Chalice Lighters. Currently 13
individuals or couples in our congregation are
Chalice Lighters (see below). The Fellowship
may apply for another grant in the future, so it
would be helpful if more members and friends
could become Chalice Lighters.
