budget and a congregational affirmation and 
relational covenant (see below).  
 

BOARD PROPOSES 
AFFIRMATION AND 

RELATIONAL COVENANT 
 

At its October meeting, the 
UUFS Board unanimously voted 
to propose a congregational 
affirmation and relational 
covenant to the congregation at 
its Annual Meeting to be held on 
November 8 after the worship 

service. The affirmation (in italics below) has 
been recited as a part of our service for several 
years, but has never had an official 
congregational endorsement. It includes a “great 
covenant” for the congregation. However many 
congregations now have relational covenants 
which are more specific in how members relate 
to one another. The proposed relational covenant 
was composed in the following manner. 
 

In Rev. Jane Page’s August 23 sermon, 
descriptions of covenants were provided. 
Congregants were invited to provide information 
to consider in our congregational covenant by 
completing an open-ended survey.

“Jumping Through  
the Hoops” 

 
When I applied for seminary in 
the spring of 2000, I had no 
idea that the journey to 

Unitarian Universalist ministry 
would be so challenging.  In 

addition to an incredibly demanding Master of 
Divinity degree from Meadville Lombard, UUA had 
its own set of hoops. 
 
Our newsletter editor, Marky Lloyd, has asked that I 
share some good news with you that I recently 
received about these hoops as well as the process 
leading up to this news. I’m happy to share this with 
you because there is no way in the world that I would 
have made this journey without the support of this 
congregation. YOU are the reason that I wanted to do 
this in the first place – and YOU made it possible. So 
here goes. 
 
There are numerous forms, essays, psychological 
examinations, career-counseling opportunities, 
reviews of financial capabilities, interviews, courses, 
clinical practices, practicum and internship 
requirements, and oral examinations that one must 
complete in the preparatory process for Unitarian 
Universalist ministry. A positive completion of many 
of these will lead the “aspirant” to the Regional Sub-
Committee on Candidacy. These sub-committees 
were set up to try to catch folks with problems early – 
and either discourage them from moving ahead, or 
give them specific requirements for improving before 
moving on.  I had the opportunity to jump this hoop 
rather early in my process. The committee was 
meeting in Orlando in the spring of 2001.  Now I was 
still in my first year and usually folks don’t interview 
that early.  But the committee didn’t have many folks 
coming that year and they were seeking more. So I 
got a phone call in late January (after I returned from 
my intensive classes in Chicago) asking if I would 
like to go ahead and interview with them since I had 
already completed most of the requirements for this 
step (including being sponsored by a congregation – 
UUFS). Those of you who were here then may 
remember that I completed the additional paperwork 
and went down in early February. I was fortunate 
enough to get a “green light” and candidate status.  
And you folks were kind enough to have a party for 
me when I got back!    
 
The big and scary hurdle for candidates is the 
interview with the Ministerial Fellowship Committee 
(MFC). Before you can interview with them, you 
have to complete requirements for your Master of 

Divinity degree, as well as your clinical pastoral 
experience (mine was 11 weeks as a Chaplain at 
Northside Hospital in Atlanta) or your internship 
(mine was 9 months at the Augusta UU church). And 
of course there are the required readings,  essays and 
preparation for the critical oral exam. The 
examination questions can be on ANYTHING – so 
you have to cram and be prepared for questions on 
Unitarian and Universalist history, theology, world 
religions, Hebrew and Christian scriptures, religious 
education, your own religious practices, and on and 
on. It’s similar to preparing for your doctoral oral 
evaluations but even more comprehensive.  Greg was 
kind enough to go with me to Chicago where the 
MFC was meeting in March of 2006 and be at my 
side as I made my final preparations.  Fortunately, the 
first thing you do when you get before the committee 
is preach a short homily. My long career in teaching 
as well as the many opportunities that you folks had 
given me to preach gave me assurance in that area.   
So some good preaching helped me to have the 
confidence to answer the questions that I could 
answer and honestly share with them when they had 
me stumped. As soon as I got the word that I had 
gotten a “1” from the committee, I shared that with 
our UUFS Board and you folks voted to call me as 
your minister.     
 
Now what you may not realize is that I had not 
completed the entire fellowshipping process. After 
clearing all those hoops, candidates are rewarded 
with “preliminary fellowship” by the MFC. Then one 
has to have three positive renewals by the MFC.  
Again, each year I submitted paperwork and 
evaluations. This time these came from our Board 
members, the Ministerial Fellowship Committee, and 
my ministerial mentor. The MFC takes these very 
seriously and gives specific feedback and 
recommendations – even if they give you a positive 
review. On September 25 of this year the committee 
met. And here’s my good news.  I received a letter on 
October 6 indicating that they had awarded me “final 
fellowship” and I’ll be recognized with others 
achieving this status at the next General Assembly.  
With your wonderful support, I have jumped all the 
UUA hoops. Whew!   
 
Now I still will get feedback from you as a 
congregation, from the Board, from my Committee 
on Ministry, and from my ministerial colleagues.  I 
will always seek ways to improve.  But unless I do 
something really foolish, I will remain a fully 
fellowshipped UU minister – till I die.  Hallelujah 
and Amen!
