At a time when people too often become polarized by
beliefs, we stand together uplifting freedom, regso
and tolerance. This is eritical time in history — a
time when we can make significant differences if we
work together. Indeed, | believe that Unitarian
Universalism and our own congregation can
transform the world, our country, and our own
community in amazing ways.

We can provide the spiritual home and sustenance
that can nourish our individual efforts. And wenca
work both within Unitarian Universalism and by
partnering with other organizations to make this
world a better place. Indeed, we are already doing
this work. But we can do more. To do so, we need
your support — your time, your talents, and your
treasures.

accommodate the numbers we already have, much
less be open to other folks who need us. And tleel ne
for increased time and talents is just as greatptf
greater, than our need for financial resources. Now
some of this can come from new folks we attract.
But those of us who have been the base of this
Fellowship need to take a renewed approach of how
we might take joy in nurturing our spiritual home t
new heights.

According to congregational consultant Michael
Durall,

Middle class Americans could double their

charitable giving to all causes and not notice
the slightest difference in their daily lives.

Thus UU congregations could double their
annual pledge drives with ease. The money
is out there. UU Churches should be in the
business of creating philanthropists, one of
life’'s most noble and highest callings. We

just haven't convinced people that giving

away money is fun! Surely, being a

generous person or family is one of life's

greatest privileges. Aren’'t we privileged to

be part of a community that can create a
more just and humane world?

Although this book has a copyright date of 2009,
Durall may have written these words before the
current financial crisis. Indeed, we do have memmbe
and friends who have lost jobs or had significant
downturns in their business. Even so, there amgyma
of us, especially in our congregation, whose daily
lives have not changed significantly with this
economic downturn. Those with investments have
surely watched them shrink. But that is all thereno
reason to “invest” in something that will have leng
lasting effects. Although many of our congregamés a
generous people, we have not shared high
expectations with them in terms of giving to our
Fellowship. If we haven’t said this clearly in thast,

let me share with you boldly that:

NOW IS THE TIME!

Other churches and religious faiths ask for a tithe
Because of negative feelings we sometimes have
about the way money was spent in our former church
homes, many of us reject the idea of an expected
significant gift. But this is Unitarian Universaiis
Decisions are not made by some pope, bishop, or
charismatic all-powerful evangelist. We have
congregational polity and every church member has a
vote. | am not encouraging everyone to jump from
your current gift to tithing. But | do believe thae
should all be striving to reach at least the 5%ngjv
levelas soon as possibla-or folks who are having
