Now

On Pride Sunday (June 13,
2009), our District Executive
Annette Marquis gave a
stirring sermon at the UU
church at Winston Salem,

In this sermon Annette challenges us to join the
national equality march for gay, lesbian, bi-
sexual and transgender people (GLBT) to be
held on October 11, 2009 in Washington DC. |
had already planned to be there before | read
Annette’s sermon, but now I'm motivated to try
to get others to join us. The hope is to have
buses going from Chapel Hill very early on
Sunday morning and returning there Sunday
evening. The folks at Chapel Hill have indicated
that they may be able to arrange for home
hospitality for folks driving there Saturday. |
will already be in Washington but will attempt
to help folks here who may want to organize
carpools to be there for this important event.

However, I'm “nuusing” on more than this
event as | read Annette’s excellent sermon. She
begins her sermon with a quote from Martin
Luther King's address on August 28, 1963 from
the Lincoln Memorial. King stated:

We have come to this hallowed spot to remind
America of the fierce urgency of now. This is no
time to engage in the luxury of cooling off or to

take the tranquilizing drug of gradualism. Now

is the time to make real the promises of
democracy.

And he goes on to say:

Now is the time to make justice a reality for all
of God's children.

| believe that we are being offered that

“tranquilizing drug of gradualism” in so many
ways now. We are encouraged to “be patient” in
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waiting for full equality for GLBT folks; to “not

be in a hurry” for health care reform; and to
“just wait till the economy improves” before
really attempting to turn the tide on global
warming and other environmental disasters.
And there are also those, of course, who would
prefer that we not only go slow — but go back.
The signs at some recent rallies have included
slogans like “I want my country back.” What
does that mean? | don't think it means making
“justice a reality for all of God’s children.” |
read over the last few sentences and realize that |
sound angry. | don’'t want to be angry. Yet | also
realize that some degree of anger can be
positively motivating. So I'm hoping to be one
of those “gentle, angry people” we sang about in
the service this morning. | hope you will join me
in writing our representatives, voicing our
concerns to those who can make a difference,
and, indeed, “singing for our lives.” The song |
refer to is # 170 in our UU hymnal. It's written
by Holly Near and describes us as not only a
“gentle angry people,” but also in the following
ways:

We are a justice seeking people.
We are young and old together.
We are a land of many colors.
We are gay and straight together.
We are a gentle loving people.

Indeed, we are all of these and we realize the
fierce urgency of now. May we join our spirits
in lighting a torch for justice. Now is the time!
